e Engine speed (RPM) sensor has failed

Camshaft Position (CMP) sensor has failed
Power Supply Relay is shorted to an open circuit
There is a malfunction in voltage supply

Ignition coilpack is damaged or it has failed
Cylinder 1 to 4 Fuel Ignition
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
